Work with the App Developers to ensure the App delivers against our targets (e.g. reducing carbon emissions).

Manage quality control across all elements of the App.

Successfully launch the App on App store(s).

Work with the Cornwall 365 Communications Administrator to ensure the App launches with a high level of event content. 

Work with the App Developers on updates and fixes to the App.

Keep the Project Board updated with the necessary information and attend meetings with the Director as required.

Assist the Director on reporting to funders as required.

Attend the weekly Cornwall 365 meeting to connect activity with our wider programme.
